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Operating Instructions

Before Putting Your Appliance Into Use

Remove all inner and outer packaging components, including adhesive transport tapes.

Verify that none of the following are missing:
e Removable Shelves

e Operating Manual

Allow the appliance to stand upright for a minimum of 2 hours before connecting it to a power
supply. This minimises the risk of refrigeration system malfunction due to transport & handling.

Clean the inner surfaces of the unit with a soft cloth and warm, soapy water. Avoid using any
abrasive cleaners or solvents.

Place the unit on a stable surface that can withstand its weight, making sure to adjust the front
feet for stability. Ensure the surface is firm, flat, and level to reduce noise and vibration. Tilt the
appliance slightly backward to ensure the door closes tightly.

Install the appliance away from direct sunlight and heat sources to prevent damage to the
coating and reduce power consumption. Extreme temperatures can affect proper operation.

Maintain a minimum of 3-5cm clearance at the top of the appliance, and a 3-5cm clearance on
each side of the appliance for proper ventilation and heat dissipation.

Do not install the unit in unheated buildings, outbuildings, or garages.

This unit is for indoor use only.

Caution: Keep the unit away from any substances that may cause combustion.

Using Household Power

Connect the lead to the appliance, do not force the power cord into the appliance.
Securely plug the power lead into the household power outlet and turn on the power.

Ensure good air circulation around the fridge during operation. Do not block or cover the
appliance.

Using USB Power
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Securely plug the USB lead into the USB power outlet. Do not force any leads into the appliance.

Ensure the fridge is connected to a USB outlet with a minimum current output of 2A.

When using the fridge in a vehicle, ensure the engine is running to provide adequate voltage
supply to the fridge.

Plug into the USB-marked socket on the fridge.

Maintain good air circulation (at least 3-5cm clearance on all sides and top) around the fridge
during operation and avoid blocking or covering the appliance.

Tips and Tricks
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Place items closer to the thermoelectric element for better cooling efficiency.
For very cold drinks, aluminum canned drinks enhance the icing effect.

For cosmetic or skincare products, position them on the middle or lower shelf closer to the
thermoelectric cooler for optimal cooling.

Note that colder ambient temperatures may cause internal freezing of items.
Ensure room temperature remains between 18-25°C for optimal operation.

Adequate ventilation is essential at all times.
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Moving & Handling Your Appliance

How to Safely Disconnect Your Fridge
Take note of the position of each accessory when packing the appliance.

When repacking for transportation, ensure everything is securely packed and accessories are
securely in place.

Avoid lifting or pulling the door or handle during transport to prevent damage.

Keep the appliance tilted at less than a 45-degree angle from the vertical direction while moving to
prevent damage. Minimise exposure to strong vibrations during transportation.

e Preparation for Maintenance
Disconnect the appliance from the power source and remove all contents.

® Interior Maintenance:
Clean the inside of the appliance with clean water and a non-hazardous cleaner, then wipe it dry
with a cloth. Avoid using any abrasives or solvents during cleaning.

e Door Gasket Maintenance:
Thoroughly clean the door gaskets to prevent potential damage and increase operational life.

e Quter Maintenance:
Remove dust using a dry, clean cloth to maintain the external cleanliness of the appliance.

Regular Cleaning and Upkeep:

Ensure the door is fully closed and the seal is positioned
correctly.

Allow sufficient space around the fridge for proper
ventilation.

Ensure the door is completely closed - confirm the proper
positioning of the door seal.

Check/adjust the temperature control setting.

Check power outlet and fuse.

Ensure the appliance is leveled correctly.

Adjust shelves or contents that may obstruct proper door
closure.

Check the power outlets.

Ensure the door is clean, free from obstruction, and securely
closed.

It is normal for thermoelectric units to produce water
droplets during cooling, which may freeze and then melt.

Check for water condensation in the unit; if present, it’s likely
due to normal condensation.

Use a soft dry cloth to gently wipe down the inside to remove
any moisture accumulation. It’s recommended to perform
this wipe-down once or twice a week.

Thermoelectric units operate by transferring heat from one
side to the other when a DC electric currently flows through
the unit. It’s essential to maintain a clearance of 3-5cm to
ensure adequate airflow and circulation. If you notice
excessive heat at the back of your mini fridge, please power
off the unit and promptly contact our Customer Support team
for assistance.
